The plants around the circle represent the medicines we use in our
Mi’kmaq communities and appeal to a returning to traditional knowl-
edge for healing.

The stages of the medicine show the transitional cycles of growth.

Orange background is the reflections of sunsets we have here in Una-
ma’ki and are invoking the Truth & Reconciliation Calls to Action.

The buildings show differences in homes and offices, many worked
from home during throughout the pandemic, and it changed our idea of
working environments.

The bottom half of the circles represents a reflection on our history and
that we have always had to adapt to changing times and circumstances.
We are shaped by our environment and culture.
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
